Jacksonville, Fla. (September 2007) — Let the fun begin!  The 53rd annual Greater Jacksonville Agricultural Fair gets underway Wednesday, October 31 – Sunday, November 11.  In addition to the usual cotton candy, corn dogs, wild rides and entertaining music, the Fair will feature a host of exciting exhibits including:   
Florida Crops – This exhibit will extol the wonders of our state’s agricultural offerings. This interactive exhibit will focus on Florida’s agricultural system and its relationship to our economy, environment, health and quality of life.  The display

The Greater Jacksonville Agricultural Fair opens Wednesday, October 31st and continues through Sunday, November 11th at the Fairgrounds located in downtown Jacksonville (adjacent to Alltel Stadium).  Hours are Monday through Thursday, 5 – 11:00pm; Friday, Noon – 2:00am; Saturdays, 10:00am – 12:00am and Sundays, 10:00am – 10:00pm.

Now through October 30 when patrons purchase a Fair Pack of tickets or an Express Pass wristband online in advance, 20% of the purchase will go to the public school of their choice. A Fair Pack includes 4 admission tickets for $25. 

An Express Pass wristband is an on-line exclusive and includes admission and unlimited mechanical rides for any one day, and any time during the Fair for only $25. 

During the Fair, Monday through Thursday, Wristbands are available for $20.  Gates are open weekdays from 5-11pm.  Ride Fanatic Wristbands can be purchased Friday, Saturday or Sunday for $25. Weekend gate hours are as follows: Fridays, Noon – 2am, Saturdays, 10am – Midnight and Sundays from 10am-10pm.  Both Wristband & Ride Fanatic Wristbands include unlimited rides; however gate admission is not included.
